Summary: David praises God’s majesty, calls on Him for protection, and

celebrates the joy of forgiveness and the blessings of the righteous.

Day 245: Psalm 33-36

Summary: The psalms continue with praise for God’s faithfulness and

righteousness. David also reflects on the contrast between the wicked and the

righteous.

Day 246: Psalm 37-40

Summary: David exhorts the people to trust in the Lord and not fret over

evildoers. He also prays for God’s deliverance and declares His faithfulness.

Day 247: Psalm 41-44

Summary: David prays for healing and deliverance from enemies. The sons of

Korah reflect on God’s past deliverances and plead for help in times of defeat.

Day 248: Psalm 45-48

Summary: The psalms describe a royal wedding, celebrate God’s victory over

Israel’s enemies, and praise His reign over all the earth.

Day 249: Psalm 49-51

Summary: The psalms warn against trusting in wealth, reflect on the brevity of

life, and include David’s prayer of repentance after his sin with Bathsheba.

Day 250: Psalm 52-55

Summary: The psalms contrast the fate of the wicked and the righteous and

express trust in God’s deliverance from enemies and betrayal.

Day 251: Psalm 56-59

Summary: David prays for deliverance from enemies and trusts God to protect

him from danger. He praises God for His faithfulness and justice.



Day 252: Psalm 60-63

Summary: David prays for victory in battle, reflects on God’s steadfast love,

and declares his deep trust in God’s protection.
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Day 253: Psalm 64-67

Summary: The psalms reflect on God’s justice, His blessings on the righteous,

and the call for all nations to praise Him for His goodness.

Day 254: Psalm 68-70

Summary: David celebrates God’s victories over Israel’s enemies and prays for

deliverance from his own troubles, trusting in God’s help.

Day 255: Psalm 71-73

Summary: David prays for God’s continued protection in old age, and Asaph

reflects on the apparent prosperity of the wicked and the ultimate justice of

God.

Day 256: Psalm 74-77

Summary: Asaph laments the destruction of the temple and pleads for God’s

deliverance. The psalms also reflect on God’s past faithfulness and victories

Day 257: Psalm 78

Summary: Asaph recounts Israel’s history, emphasizing God’s faithfulness

despite the people’s rebellion. He calls for the next generation to learn from

the past.

Day 258: Psalm 79-81

Summary: The psalms express grief over Israel’s defeats and plead for God’s

deliverance. The people are called to repent and trust in God’s provision.

Day 259: Psalm 82-85

Summary: The psalms emphasize justice for the poor and oppressed, praise

God’s forgiveness, and ask for His mercy and blessings on the land.



Day 260: Psalm 86-89

Summary: David prays for God’s help and reflects on His steadfast love. Ethan

the Ezrahite laments the apparent failure of God’s promises to David’s

descendants.
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Day 261: Psalm 90-93

Summary: Moses reflects on the brevity of life and prays for God’s compassion.

The psalms also praise God’s reign and majesty over all creation.

Day 262: Psalm 94-97

Summary: The psalms declare God’s justice and righteousness, call for the

righteous to trust in Him, and invite all nations to praise His glory and reign.

Day 263: Psalm 98-101

Summary: The psalms call for joyful praise to God for His salvation and

faithfulness, while David pledges to live a life of integrity and righteousness.

Day 264: Psalm 102-104

Summary: The psalms express sorrow and a plea for God’s mercy, followed by

praise for His creation and sustaining power over the earth.

Day 265: Psalm 105-107

Summary: The psalms recount God’s faithfulness in Israel’s history and call for

the people to give thanks for His enduring mercy and deliverance.

Day 266: Psalm 108-110

Summary: David prays for victory over enemies, expresses confidence in God’s

promises, and prophesies the future reign of the Messiah.

Day 267: Psalm 111-114

Summary: The psalms praise God for His works, faithfulness, and deliverance.

They also express awe at His power over nature and nations.



Day 268: Psalm 115-118

Summary: The psalms call on Israel to trust in the Lord, praise His faithfulness,

and celebrate His steadfast love and salvation.
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Day 269: Psalm 119:1-48

Summary: This psalm, the longest chapter in the Bible, celebrates God’s law and

expresses love for His commandments, praising their value and power.

Day 270: Psalm 119:49-104

Summary: The psalmist continues to meditate on the beauty and perfection of

God’s word, seeking understanding and strength from His commands.

Day 271: Psalm 119:105-176

Summary: The psalmist concludes Psalm 119 by expressing his love for God’s

word and his desire to live according to it. He seeks guidance, protection, and

deliverance through God’s commands.

Day 272: Psalm 120-122

Summary: These psalms, part of the Songs of Ascents, reflect on trusting in

God during distress, looking to the hills for help, and rejoicing in worshiping at

the house of the Lord.

Day 273: Psalm 123-126

Summary: The psalmist looks to God for mercy, reflects on His help in times of

trouble, and celebrates the return of the exiles to Zion, describing God’s

restorative power.
